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1. Fill out and mail the appropriate registration form. 

• Choose from Year 1 Registration form and Year 2 Registration form on the BIDJ 
web page. 

• Mail the form to the listed mailing address. Or, email the information requested 
on the form to Mary Maloney at mmaloney@dioceseofjoliet.org. 

• NOTE:  No payment is required at this point. Just send the form! 

2. Look for the BIDJ Welcome Package in the mail. 

• In about two weeks you’ll receive an information letter, a book list, class dates, 
instructions for summer reading and for the first class, and tuition payment coupons. 

• NOTE: Use the first tuition coupon to send your first payment of $250 by Sep. 10, 
2010. (The second payment will be due Dec. 1, 2010. If you need to make alternate 
payment arrangements, contact Mary Maloney.) 

3. Talk with the BIDJ Instructor, Carol Kloss. 

• Soon after you receive the Welcome Package, Carol will contact you to arrange 
a time for a phone conversation. 

• Carol uses this talk as well as the information on your registration form to 
get to know you so she can organize the class into compatible small groups. 

• The conversation is also your chance to ask any questions you may have about BIDJ. 

Once you’ve decided BIDJ is just what you’ve been looking for, we invite you to register. 
Here’s the process: 

WE RECOMMEND YOU REGISTER AS SOON AS YOU’RE SURE YOU WANT TO JOIN BIDJ. 

 Why? 

First, it helps us. We need 30 students to run a BIDJ class. The sooner we know 
we’ve reached the minimum number, the better we can prepare for the year (especially 
important for new sites, such as St. Petronille.) 

Second, it helps you! You’ll have more time to read the summer reading book 
that prepares you for the class, as well as get your other books.
