WHAT’S NEW IN SPECIAL NEEDS VIDEO RESOURCES - 

AD/HD WHAT IT IS - WHAT IT ISN'T - WHAT TO DO

SNXX0089   Adult      66 Min.

This is an active, learning case based video that examines the characteristics of Attention Deficit Hyperactivity Disorder (AD/HD) for students K-6th grade.  It focuses on how educators can identify AD/HD, gain practical strategies to use in the classroom and then create a successful management plan which becomes a bridge for the child to learn.

AUTISM AND THE NEW LAW - RESOURCES FOR TREATMENT HOPE FOR A CURE

SNXX0086     Adult     30 Min.

This video program is designed to help parents, educators, and health professionals better understand Autism or similar diagnosis.  The program describes components of the Advancement of Pediatric Autism Research Act, a subtitle of the Children's Health Act of 2000.  The law was passed as an effort to find more effective treatments or possibly a cure for autism.

CHALLENGING KID, THE

SNXX0087    Adult     21 Min.

This video program discusses the issue of educating students with behavior issues.  It explains how you can identify these students early in order to give them a good chance of acquiring the competencies they need to be successful in school and in society. The presenter explains the traditional means of assessing a new type of assessment, intervention, and how to use the information acquired to help the student.  Special emphasis is given to the importance of promoting the child's positive qualities instead of focusing on the child's behavioral issues and rejecting the child because of these issues.

CIRCLE OF FRIENDS

SNXX0095     Adult     54 Min.

In the first part of this video,  the story of a woman named Judith with multiple disabilities is shared.  Her inspirational story tells how she refuses to let any challenges and obstacles prevent her from attempting to live a normal life.  Judith is able to achieve this by her circle of friends that support her.  The second part of this video discusses the procedure for creating a circle of friends for a person with special needs and how beneficial these support people can be for the individual.

CREATIVE MANAGEMENT OF CLASSROOM BEHAVIOR

SNXX0100     Adult     44 Min.

This video presentation gives educators specific methods in avoiding misbehavior in the classroom.  The theme that is the focus of the program is educators must accept the student for who they are even though they may be unable to understand the student’s misbehavior.

DOCTOR IS IN … AUTISM, THE

SNXX0099     Adult     30 Min.

The video program dispels misconceptions individuals may have about autism.  A  44 year old woman who grew up autistic speaks about what it is like growing up unable to communicate with others.  The program goes on to describe how children in the past were diagnosed as mentally handicapped.  However, if they are given the right tools, they can learn to read, write, and understand.  These tools are discussed in this program.

FREEDOM CHASERS

SNXX0098     Senior High-Adult     14 Min.

In this video program three young adults with Cerebral Palsy, Spina Bifida and Juvenile Arthritis share their personal stories and share insights they have gained through their challenges of growing up with a special need.  This video can serve both as an inspiration for young people with special needs and as an awareness resource for other young people.

MY SON JACK

SNXX0088     Adult     28 Min.

This film is the continuing story of "Come Back Jack."  It explores how Jack's autism has affected his family and how they cope with his special need as he ages.  It also explores the origins, diagnosis and treatment options for children with professionals who specialize in the field of Autism Spectrum Disorders.

NO ONE QUITE LIKE ME OR YOU : RESPECTING DIFFERENCES

SNXX0094     Middle Grades     18 Min.

This video program consists of four vignettes each depicting a situation in which a child appreciates their uniqueness, learning to feel pride in the specialness of being themselves.  Underlying this concept is acceptance and appreciation of the differences in others.

PARENTING CHILDREN WITH LEARNING DIFFERENCES: LD, AD/HD FOR PARENTS OF CHILDREN IN GRADES K-5

SNXX0091     Adult     47 Min.

This video describes how to give hope and direction to parents who have a learning disabled or AD/HD child.  The video shows realistic scenarios of children and their families with the special challenges that they face.  The video gives insights into how the learning differences affect the child and their families.  The importance of educating themselves about their child's learning differences and advocating for their child and assessing whether they are receiving appropriate help and support.

PUT YOURSELF IN SOMEONE ELSE'S SHOES: BUILDING CHARACTER GRADES 3-5

SNXX0092      Middle Grades    15 Min.

This video program consists of four vignettes each depicting a situation in which a child demonstrates understanding and friendship by seeing things from another person’s point of view.  Each segment ends with questions for the viewer to discuss.  The purpose of this program is to help children grasp the meaning of empathy and the importance of trying to imagine how someone else feels in a difficult situation.

SCRIPTURE BASED INCLUSION

SNXX0093     Adult     37 Min.

In this presentation Fr. Nuzzi Challenges the Viewer to recognize the importance of including all people with disabilities in the parish communities.  Fr. Nuzzi uses scripture passages to support this view.  He summarized the need to have everyone feel welcomed in their parish as Jesus made all feel welcomed.

STRAIGHT TALK ABOUT AUTISM: WITH PARENTS AND KIDS: CHILDHOOD ISSUES

SNXX0096     Adult     41 Min.

The video explores autism by interviews with children with autism who describe their personal experience.  The video also gives pivotal new ideas and tips with working with students with autism by experts and consultants in the field.

SUCCESSFULLY EDUCATING PRESCHOOLERS WITH SPECIAL NEEDS - GUIDE FOR PARENTS TOOL FOR EDUCATORS PRESCHOOL FOR AGES 2 1/2 to 5

SNXX0090     Adult     30 Min.

The video describes the benefit of preschool for children with special needs as families describe the services their child received. Key areas discussed are choosing a preschool, the evaluation process into special education, preparing for school meeting and transitioning to kindergarten.  Special attention is given to the Individuals with Disabilities Act (IDEA) and the services the child is entitled to, because of this law.
