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Why Is It So Hard to Evangelize This Generation? 
 
It’s a question that comes up over and over again when priests, religious, deacons and lay 
people gather to study practical ministry skills in evangelization. “Why aren’t we more effective 
in reaching 20s/30s adults (and others) with the Gospel of Jesus?” Or put another way, “What 
is the main reason that we are not seeing more fruit in our efforts to reach active, alienated, 
marginal and unchurched Catholic adults today?” 
 
There does seem to be ONE BIG REASON—and many smaller ones. The big reason is that 
there has been a radical shift in worldview in our culture(s)—i.e., literally the food that we eat, 
the water we drink, and the air we breathe. We are struggling to deal with it as a Church. It 
causes many complications for witnessing and proclaiming the good news of Jesus in 
traditional ways. At risk of overly simplifying this let us consider the following: 
 
 Christianity originally grew in a culture(s) that admitted that there were absolute truths, 

regardless of whether or not we knew them or believed in them. Truth is truth whether I 
believe it or not. This is sometimes referred to as the Classical Worldview.  

 
 After the middle ages, a worldview began to grow that has especially blossomed in the last 

few centuries. It sees all truths as relative, not absolute—we are in a “deli” with shelves of 
truth all around us to select from, and what’s true for you isn’t necessarily true for me. This 
is frequently called the Modernist Worldview. 

 
 Today we are living in a culture(s) that breaks with both of the above. There is no absolute 

truth, and not really even relative truths. Truth is whatever I imagine truth is. This worldview 
insists that I create my own reality. In a sense, I am god. Perhaps the computer has 
hastened this—many of us live our entire life in a kind of virtual reality of our own making. 
This kind of thinking is coming to be referred to as the Post-Modernist Worldview. 

 
Perhaps an example can help clarify this a bit for us. There is an old philosophical problem that 
has been posed: 
 
“A tree falls in the uninhabited wilderness when no one is around. Does it make a 
noise?” 
 
Classical Worldview answer: Yes. Trees in the wilderness do fall. Of course one that falls 
makes a noise. Reality is reality whether I am there to experience it or not. 
 
Modernist Worldview response: Maybe not. After all I haven’t experienced every tree in the 
world when it fell. Perhaps this one tree made no noise when it fell. You never know. 
 
Post-Modernist Worldview retort: What are you talking about? Unless I am there and 
experience it, it doesn’t exist. I think I’ll create my own forest and knock a tree down today. 
 
Once again, this is a simplification. However, proclaiming one God of love who sent his son 
Jesus Christ to save us calls upon today’s people to at least in some way accept the Classical 
Worldview (there is absolute truth) out of which the Church arose. We as Church have a hard 
time dealing with the Post-Modernist Worldview (truth is what I imagine) impact on our 
people. That worldview is evangelizing people much faster than the Church is evangelizing 
with the Gospel.
