C1:
Lord, Teach Us to Pray
The apostles asked Jesus to teach them to pray because they knew they needed some coaching in that area.  Many young adults know it as well… they know that busy-ness often dominates, and time for prayer gets put off until later.  Yet, when someone has had a meaningful experience of personal prayer or prayer with others, they can’t help but seek more and desire to go deeper.  Let’s talk about how that can happen.
C2:
Be the Change and Be Changed: Service and Our Mission to the World
People often say that they feel like they received more than they gave when they participate in meaningful service projects - whether it is tutoring at a local school or building homes in a foreign country.  Service changes the world because it provides for practical needs, but also because it changes people in a million different ways.  Service is the “lab” - it’s the hands-on time that can really help to make our faith and purpose clearer, and open us up to our mission to serve and love the world as Christ did. 
C3:
Thinking Globally: Interacting with Other Christians & Other Faiths
The world is a big place with billions of good people who often have significant differences: race, gender, economics, politics… and of course religion.  Pope B16 himself won’t tell you to get out there and convert everyone to Catholicism.  So, how should we interact with people on campus who aren’t Catholic or even Christian?  How much does difference matter?  And how can knowing this make us better Catholic leaders?
C4:
You Could Be Pope: Leadership in the Church

By our very baptism, each one of us is called to a life of service in the Church.  There are dozens of different roles, professions, situations (from deacons, priests, and sisters to parish council president or being a Eucharistic minister at mass)… and there is a specific place God calls you for your own unique reasons.  St. Paul tells us that we are “many different parts, but all one body.”   So are you an ear?  Are you a foot?  Are you an eye?  And of course, how do you figure out what or who you are called to be in our Church?

What Happens Next?  The World Beyond College Graduation

Isn’t that the billion dollar question?  Often times, it is better to see a bigger, broader picture and move in a general direction rather than thinking about making every decision with pin-point accuracy.  How does your choice of majors and minors move you towards fulfilling vocation in work and career?  How do you nurture you spirituality meaningfully?
