   Information and Mission of the Commission
Purpose Statement

The Diocese of Joliet Young Adult Ministry has a three-fold task:  advocate for men and women in their late teens, twenties, and thirties, both single and married, in the life of the Church; serve as a resource and training center for diocesan parishes in their outreach to young adults; and directly offer diocesan-wide ministry opportunities for those men and women.  
To accomplish these goals, a Diocesan Young Adult Commission has been established.  This board will give its members a voice in the diocesan landscape and an opportunity to develop good parish and diocesan ministry opportunities for their peers.  The board, with the facilitation of the Diocesan Director of Young Adult Ministry, will, to the best of their ability:

· Listen to the concerns of their peers (including young adults who are both active and inactive in their faith) and pass those onto the board and the diocesan office.

· Meet regularly throughout the year (either as entire board or within its three working groups) for discussion, planning, formation, prayer, and/or to offer feedback on diocesan initiatives.

· Evaluate, plan, and implement some of the diocesan-wide programs for young adults, as well as for Catholic leaders in parishes, clusters, campuses, and on the diocesan level.  
To be considered for the Young Adult Commission, applicants must live, work, study, and/or worship in the boundaries of the Diocese of Joliet and be between the ages of 18 and 40.  They must also demonstrate an ability to speak and advocate on behalf of their peers, work collaboratively with other young adults, and be open to using their spiritual gifts, talents, and leadership abilities in the service of the Catholic Church.
Application Process
Young adults may apply or be nominated by parish, campus, or diocesan leaders.  The application forms for new members will be reviewed by the Young Adult Ministry Office, along with a personal statement and a letter of recommendation.  Nominees may be interviewed or asked for follow-up information, if necessary.  All applicants will be contacted with the final decision.

The deadline for application submission is Monday, November 1, 2010.  

The first gathering of the 2010-2011 Young Adult Commission will be held Monday, November 22, 2010 at 7:00 p.m. at the St. Charles Borromeo Pastoral Center, 101 W. Airport Rd., in Romeoville, Illinois 60446. Additional meetings will be scheduled at that first November gathering.
