“Rooted and Built Up in Jesus Christ, Firm in the Faith” (Col. 2:7)

World Youth Day is an unbelievable journey where young Catholic pilgrims from all over the world unite to share their faith in Jesus Christ.  The WYD week includes prayer, song, concerts, drama, sharing, liturgy, catechesis, and an unforgettable vigil and closing mass with the Holy Father.

Join Joliet Bishop J. Peter Sartain and other young people from around Chicagoland as they 
embark on a pilgrimage to Madrid, Spain in August 2011 for the next international celebration of World Youth Day.   This trip is open to youth and young adults who will be between the ages of 
16 and 35 during the event, and their leaders.   In addition, we will have a pre-trip travel option to Catholic pilgrimage sites in Lisbon and Fatima (Portugal) and Salamanca and Avila (Spain).
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NOTE:  All prices are estimates and are tentative at this time.

All prices are estimates only, based on 2009 travel and est. for 2011.  Registered participants will receive notices of price adjustments after the airfare is announced in 2010.  The final invoice will be given to you in early 2011 after all airline tickets are issued and taxes and surcharges are firm.

Price for each package includes:  roundtrip airfare (non-refundable, economy class) and airport taxes, security fees, and fuel surcharges; transportation (by private motor coach for airport arrival and departure transfers); most meals; sightseeing entrance fees; local guides; accommodations (for hotel housing: first-class, superior tourist class hotels, based on twin or triple occupancy; for simple housing for young adults: local Madrid housing); most gratuities; and the World Youth Day registration and solidarity fee (which allows participants entrance into all WYD events).

Price does not include: additional taxes and surcharges; excess baggage rates; portage at hotel or airport; public transportation within Portugal or Spain; some meals; and passport fees.   All U.S. citizens are required to have a valid passport (and must be valid through March 1, 2012).
